We started the year with a really neat
meteorological event known as “rime
ice This is different from hoar-frost in
that for rime ice forms as fog settles over
the landscape when the temps are below
freezing- super cooled water droplets (water
that is below freezing but still liquid) in the
fog attach to any object it hits and forms a
beautiful furry or spikey ice on the object.
Hoar frost is formed when water vapor in
the air goes straight from vapor to a solid

* on objects, skipping the liquid phase- this
occurs on clear nights with a light wind. We
had fog warnings both nights, creating rime
ice vs hoarfrost.

The Water Program Team, made up of about 150 volunteers, 3 Water Monitoring Interns,

2 Lake Technicians, and 1 Water Program Director, is proud to partner with Towns, Lakes
Associations, professional consultants, and residents to preserve our lakes and fight
the introduction, establishment, and spread of Aquatic Invasive Species (AlS) in the
Northwoods. The Water Program team offers consulting, shoreline habitat restoration
and management, lake level monitoring, grant writing, and both public and private _
workshops for our partners.

LAKE LEVEL MONITORING | ©
Since 2010, the North Lakeland Discovery Center (NLDC) has i»
coordinated a lake level monitoring project in Vilas County.
The project formed as a partnership between UW Trout Lake
Station, the Wisconsin DNR, and NLDC after concerned citizens
and scientists began noticing very low lake levels around 2008
in northern Wisconsin. The program started with 15 lakes, now
referred to as the ‘heritage lakes’' as they are surpassing 10
consecutive years of data, and in 2021 we installed gauges on a
total of 26 lakes. Our program collects long-term data required
to compare how different lake types respond to precipitation
events spatially and temporally. Most of the lakes monitored are
in Vilas County in Winchester and Presque Isle, but some span
as far as Phelps. We have big lakes (maximum 1,165 acres) and
small lakes (minimum 21 acres), seepage lakes and drainage/
drained lakes, lakes with and without public landings, and
deep lakes (maximum max depth 105 feet) and shallow lakes
(minimum max depth 16 feet). Each lake has a citizen scientist
volunteer to record the lake level weekly during the ice free
season. Our volunteers also share their lake level data with their
lake associations for discussion. Lake monitoring enhances
volunteers’ knowledge of their lake, and often encourages
participation in other citizen science programs such as water
clarity and chemistry, loon activity, and aquatic invasive species
monitoring. This connection of people to the nature world is
invaluable to the program, as well as the ecology of the entire
region. In this way, we believe this program is not only an asset
to scientific research, but also a fabulous avenue to spread our
mission of connecting people to the natural world.




AQUATIC INVASIVE SPECIES

Our Water Program Team works to monitor over 36 lakes in Vilas
County and the surrounding area, as well as several wetlands and
sections of rivers. In 2021, our team hosted 5 AIS identification
training programs throughout Vilas County, teaching new volunteers

and citizens how to identify invasive species and what to do when
they find them. NLDC also coordinates the Town Aquatic Invasive
Species Partnership (TAISP) which consists of the NLDC, the
Winchester Town Lakes Committee, the Manitowish Waters Lakes
Association, and the Towns of Manitowish Waters, Winchester,
and Boulder Junction. Our work includes managing existing
known populations of AIS such as curly-leaf pondweed and purple
loosestrife, as well as monitoring for new populations by performing
early detection surveys on lakes without known AIS populations.

YELLOW IRIS REMOVAL

Yellow iris is considered an invasive species because it disrupts
native vegetation and may dry up wetlands. Its origin is the Eurasian
continent and it was brought here for its beauty in gardens. The
removal of this invasive species is important so that the wildlife
and native fauna can thrive off of the diversity of native shoreline
vegetation. Yellow iris is especially widespread on the Turtle Chain
of Lakes in Winchester. In 2020, we partnered with the Turtle Lakes
Chain Association to contact thirty property owners who had yellow
iris growing on their shorelines offering support from our team to
help eradicate this species. The most challenging portion of the
removal process was ensuring the entire rhizome was removed
from the soil to reduce the probability of resprouting in the future.
Yellow iris grows by sending out a thick red/orange rhizome into the
soil, and multiple plants sprout off a single rhizome. Continuing the
effort from 2020, our team spent another 60 hours removing Yellow
Iris in 2021, bagging over a thousand pounds of plant material.

An update on our
pathway to new
discoveries:

The year 2021 was an exciting time as we began to
see the campus develop and take shape for the
next phase of its legacy.

Renovations of the Historic YCC Lodge were
completed and feature a large gathering room,
lakeside portico, two functional restrooms, and a
wing of staff offices. In past years you could have
harvested ice in the middle of the lodge anytime
from October to March. Now, its geothermal
heating is maintaining a cozy 68 degrees, even
when temperatures have dipped to -20 outside.

The cozy feeling also transferred over to the
| team of personnel. The staff is finally able
g to cooperate alongside one another during
their worktime which promotes collaboration
throughout different sectors in our organization.
l-r This cohesiveness will be imperative as we grow
services and expand our reach over the next
‘ decade.

Additionally, two cabin connections have been
finalized, and a third is nearing completion,
to house residential groups year-round. This
involved filling the empty space between cabins
with a functional and accessible bathroom and
shower area. Thus, the table is set for expanded
programming to further our mission of connecting
j people with nature and our vision to be a leading
resource to lifelong environmental learning and
y outdoor recreation.

Possibly one of the most exciting aspects was
growing our donor list from 190 to over 600
individuals! This combined community effort
has established $3.6 million for the campaign.
That includes $2,249.50 from the North Lakeland
School’s annual change drive, as well as nature
lover Max Geurts’ 11th birthday money. We're
simply overwhelmed with the size and breadth of
community support.




Looking ahead to next year we have signed
a fixed-price construction contract with S.D.
Ellenbecker, Inc., to build our new Discovery
Hall. Work will commence in spring 2022. Many
different elements of the center will be added
or upgraded to complete the site and make our
campus safe, environmentally friendly, and easy
to find. We have plans to include rain gardens,
crushed granite pathways, signage, site lighting,
septic, wells, and more.

The nature center will be the showstopper
element in the new addition. We can’t wait to
show off our human-scale eagle’s nest, the new
digs for our critters, murals, a river motif and so
much more! The dynamic teaching space will be
invaluable to the community and guests as we
inspire an ethic of care for the Northwoods.

The core work of the Discovery Center has
never been more important. Exposure to and
connections with nature yield not just knowledge,
but also a better-informed citizenry more capable
of addressing the critical environmental issues of
today and for decades forward.
